THE COURT OFARBITRATION FORSPORT(CAS) DISMISSES THE URGENT
REQUEST FOR PROVISIONAL MEASURES FILED B€A BOCA JUNIORS

Lausanne, 8 December 2018The Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) has dissed an urgent
request for provisional measures filed yesterda@AyBoca Juniors in which it sought to suspend the
second leg of the final of the Copa Libertadore$&Between CA Boca Juniors and CA River Plate
to be played in the stadium Santiago BernabéubBec&mber 2018 in Madrid, following the decision
of theCamara de Apelacioned CONMEBOL rejecting on 6 December 2018 the apped request

of CA Boca Juniors to disqualify CA River Platerfraghe Copa Libertadores 2018.

The second leg of the final of the Copa Libertad@@18 between the two teams of Buenos Aires was
initially set to take place on 24 November 2018&hathome stadium of River Plate but was eventually
cancelled after the Boca Juniors team bus waskatfaon the way to the stadium Monumental.
Following these incidents, the CONMEBOL authoritiexided that the second leg of the final should
be played on 9 December 2018 in Madrid.

CA Boca Juniors requested CONMEBOL to disqualife ttlub of River Plate from the Copa
Libertadores 2018 but such request was rejectedtfyr theTribunal de Disciplinaof CONMEBOL
on 29 November 2018 and then by the@@enara de Apelacionem 6 December 2018.

On 7 December 2018, CA Boca Juniors filed an apgighle CAS, together with an urgent request for
provisional measures; such request for provisiomehsures was dismissed today. In its appeal, CA
Boca Juniors requests that the decision ofGhmara de Apelacionesf CONMEBOL be set aside
and that the club of River Plate be disqualifieairirthe Copa Libertadores 2018. The merits of the
appeal will be examined at a later stage by a GABral panel. The arbitration procedure is on-goin
with the exchange of written submissions.
