ICAS DECLARATION OF SUPPORT FOR CAS ARBITRATOR
ALIAKSANDR DANILEVICH

Lausanne, 8 July 2022 — The International Council of Arbitration for Sport (ICAS) has learned that Prof.
Aliaksandr Danilevich, PhD in Law, a successful Belarusian lawyer and a Member of the Court of
Avrbitration for Sport (CAS), was arrested on 20 May 2022 by the Belarusian police. At the end of
February 2022, he co-signed a statement calling for the immediate termination of the hostilities in
Ukraine.

The professional reputation of Prof. Danilevich, both as a member of CAS and as a former member of
the Disciplinary Committee of Rugby Europe, is impeccable. Therefore, it is particularly hard to
understand that pre-trial restrictions in the form of detention were immediately implemented after the
investigation started. The ICAS expresses its most serious concerns with respect to Prof. Danilevich’s
situation. The ICAS very much hopes that he will be released soon in order to return to his legal practice
and to pursue his mission with the Court of Arbitration of Sport (CAS).

Lausanne, 8 juillet 2022 — Le Conseil International de 1’ Arbitrage en matiére de Sport (CIAS) a appris
que le Prof. Aliaksandr Danilevich, Dr. en droit, brillant avocat biélorusse et membre du Tribunal Arbitral
du Sport (TAS), a été arrété le 20 mai 2022 par la police du Bélarus. A la fin du mois de février 2022, il
avait co-signé une déclaration appelant a la cessation immédiate des hostilités en Ukraine.

La réputation professionnelle du Prof. Danilevich, a la fois en qualit¢é de membre du TAS et d’ancien
membre du Comité disciplinaire de Rugby Europe, est impeccable. Deés lors, il est particulierement
difficile de comprendre que des restrictions préventives, sous la forme d’une détention, aient été
immédiatement imposées des le début des investigations. Le CIAS tient a exprimer ses plus sérieuses
préoccupations concernant la situation du Prof. Danilevich. Le CIAS espére beaucoup qu’il puisse bientot
retrouver la liberté afin de pouvoir retourner a ses activités d’avocat et poursuivre sa mission avec le
Tribunal Arbitral du Sport (TAS).
